Potomac Watershed Cleanup
Report

Even though August 13, 2016 was one of the hottest,
sun-filled days of the summer, 59 hardy eco-warrior
volunteers collecting 10 bags of recycling (mostly
beer cans), one bag of disposable bags, 10 bags of
trash, some “interesting” litter, like a broken kayak
and a pickup truck load of scrap metal (that was
recycled at Potomac Metals), and a whopping 121
tires (totaling over 2 tons), leaving this valuable,
scenic waterway more beautiful than we found it.
Clearly a job well done! Sadly, this northern stretch
of the Potomac is choke-full of tires from illegal
dumping, that our canoes and river rafts were
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beyond full of tires and other litter well before we got
out at Brunswick, leaving us no choice but to paddle
past literally hundreds of submerged tires. |have a
feeling that we may be back here sooner than later if
we can raise enough funds in 2017 to cover the
expenses totaling almost $2,900, with hopefully many
more volunteers to finish the job.

Yesterday, October 19, 2016, | took time off from
work to survey the Sugarland Run watershed by
mountain bike to get a feel for where to focus our

23 tires out of Sugarland Run, we could see a
massive logjam that bridged the entire waterway.
I've seen this kind of logjam farther upstream years
ago and | had no doubt what would be on the
upstream side of it. However, we were so busy
pulling-out dumped tires that we ran out of time to
investigate the logjam further. Well unfortunately,
what | saw yesterday didn’t surprise me at all, but
may surprise you.

While the photo below (click on it for full size) doesn’t
do justice to the magnitude of this ongoing
environmental disaster (I encourage you to see this
in person on Sunday for the full impact), this should
stun you, sadden you, sicken you, anger you, and
hopefully motivate you to not only get involved in
cleaning-up messes like this, but also to make sure
that you are doing your part to prevent them in the
first place.
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
